Malnutrition is associated with more than half of 

all child deaths worldwide. It is the source of a major waste of resources and lost productivity 

because children who are malnourished are less physically and intellectually productive as 

adults. The underlying causes of malnutrition, which manifest themselves at the household level, 

are food insecurity, inadequate maternal and child care practices, and poor health environments 

and services.
